Science





Pupils will experience and develop their understanding of plants during the term. 





They will engage in sensory activities that enable them to explore the different properties of plants and there will also be exploration into different growing conditions for plants too.





There will be opportunities to grow beans/cress plants and explore planting/watering. There will also be the opportunity to smell/feel a variety of different plants and identify them using communication support where appropriate.

These will be accompanied by a range of props and activities to help make the books come alive and aid our pupils’ understanding.





A range of activities will follow that relate to the shared reading books and many other activities. English sessions will incorporate pupil outcomes and individual speaking and listening (Including speech therapy objectives), reading or writing targets. Pupils will also access specific phonics sessions each week.





Maths





Pupils will be accessing number activities to develop their counting skills and recognition of numbers through playing number games. Pupils will also partake in activities to help them develop their understanding of the properties of objects, use of their senses, problem solving skills and their early attention and awareness skills.  Other activities may include sorting/matching, pattern, colour and texture

Art


  


The Art focus this term will be on journeys. Pupils will explore varying artwork and materials relating to familiar journeys and exotic journeys. These will be represented using varying craft, collage and paint techniques. Pupils will be encouraged to make preferences for their preferred materials and equipment.
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  Music





Pupils will focus on the theme ‘Transport’ in music sessions. Pupils will practice music skills through activities such as body percussion, use of musical instruments, songs and will experience music from a variety of different genres.

Pupils will experience multisensory activities in relation to belonging to the Islam faith such as music, clothing and sharing food.  Pupils will also look at special Islamic events such as weddings.
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PSHE





Pupils will be developing awareness of themselves and others, interacting in groups, expressing feelings and taking turns. In addition, some pupils may engage in specific activities relating to emotions.

Pupils will be exploring fruit and vegetables alongside promoting healthy eating. Pupils will be able to take part in multi-sensory activities linked to creating using simple tools.  They will also learn about and apply hygienic practices relating to food.
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PE





In PE pupils will experience different ball skills and equipment and will have opportunities to work individually, in pairs, in small groups and teams. Pupils will be given opportunities to choose and explore equipment. They will warm up their bodies and cool down when finished.  





Other activities will include body awareness activities and developing sense of space and balance. 





As well as the specific PE unit, pupils will be doing some form of physical activity each day.   





Health and Safety is paramount to all activities and dependent on individual pupil needs.




















Computing


We will be using a range of switches and computer programmes to make our lessons interactive. 





Some of the specialist equipment we will use to explore includes;


‘Omni Vista’, which projects images on the floor these move when a child moves in the beam for example fish swimming in a pond [It is very lifelike].
